1. Infection transmission incidents

There have been no incidents reported in the last 12 months. Any incidents reported would be discussed with the Integrated Care Board IP&C Team and raised as a significant event. Control measures would be reviewed and a plan put into place to ensure patient safety.


2. IPC Audits and actions

Monthly infection prevention and control audits are completed by Nurse Isobel Dewey, supported by HCA Chloe Miles. All four floors of the building are inspected across each quarter. Audits are stored on TeamNet under the Premises Checks page. 

Planned and Ongoing Audits

Weekly: Sharps audit
Monthly: Environmental checks, Cleanliness, PPE availability
Annual: Legionella risk assessment








3. Risk Assessments

Legionella (Water Safety)
Last completed November 2025. The certificate is stored on TeamNet.




4. Staff training

Clinical staff complete IPC training annually via TeamNet. Non-clinical staff complete training every three years.
